The Tarceva Co-Pay Card Program gives eligible
patients help with their monthly insurance co-payments
for Tarceva. Patients qualify if they are covered by
commercial insurance (nongovernmental), their
insurance co-pay is over $100, their annual household
income is $100,000 or less, and they are age 18 years
or older. Please note that the eligibility requirements
for this program have changed; the program now
covers 80% of the monthly co-pay amount over $100,
which is the patient’s responsibility. There is no limit on
what the program will pay per month. However, the
program will provide assistance up to a yearly maximum
of $4,000.
